Gene Basset was born in Brooklyn, New York on July 27, 1927. He studied at the University of Missouri, Brooklyn College (earned a BA in design), Copper Union, Art Students League, and at the Pratt Institute. 	WASHINGTON (AP) – The cartoonist of a high school newspaper in nearby northern Virginia has resigned because the paper refused to publish a drawing bitterly criticizing reckless student driving.
	It has been scheduled to appear in the newspaper of Fairfax County’s Langley High School last Friday along with an editorial on the subject and a tribute to a Langley student who was killed last month in an automobile accident during school hours.
	The cartoonist, Brian Bassett, 17, refused to change the cartoon, which depicted five students picking up a black-clad, sickle-carrying grim reaper as a hitchhiker. He also refused to change the caption: “Hop in .. we’re just killing time till next class.”
	“Basically I was doing humorous editorials, but death is a strong issue and I wanted the cartoon to have impact,” said Bassett, the son of a Scripps-Howard newspapers cartoonist, Gene Bassett.
	John Bussey, 18, editor of the paper, said that after a close vote of the staff and considerable soul-searching, he decided to ask Bassett to change the drawing because it would not be in good taste along with a memorial to Patricia Collier, 17, the student who was killed.
	“The cartoon was excellently done,” he said, “but it could be taken the wrong way by a segment of the school who knew Patty, and by her family.”
	Huldah Clark, an English and journalism teacher who serves as faculty adviser to the tabloid paper, described the cartoon as “too personal, too soon and too strong,” adding: “It wasn’t a right or wrong situation. There were good points on both sides, but here were reservations that the cartoon might be taken too personally.”

	   Working from home is a dream of workers in all manner of careers. After dragging their weary
bones out of bed and into the car or bus for the mind-numbing trip to the dreary office, they long for a change, for independence and control. Being a home-worker has its good points, allowing personal time-management and a feeling of freedom. But it also has its weird moments, such as making use of the local copy shop much too often.
    "We're the ones at Kinko's who help the other customers change the paper and the toner because we know more about it than the employees do," cartoonist Brian Basset said about his work from home. "Just the other day, a kid came up to me and said, 'You know, we ARE hiring.'" *(1)
    Working for 16 years as Editorial Cartoonist for the Seattle Times, Brian Basset was laid off in 1994 during a downsizing period. Though probably a blow at the time, it may have been a good step for Basset. Ten years earlier, he developed the comic strip Adam and received successful syndication through Universal Press. Based on an at-home father, the working mother and their family, Basset suddenly found a kinship with his creation. “I became my own character, which was a little scary.”
    As Basset’s life changed, so did the life of his main character. (In further similarities, Basset’s wife Linda had to find work to help support the real family.) Adam began to evolve into a “Home Office strip… the voice of the telecommunter and the home-based businessperson.” The strip name was changed to Adam@Home to reflect the modern working environment. It now appears in over 200 newspapers plus six book collections. *(2)

	     Though well-grounded in contemporary life, Basset found himself yearning for the simplicity and innocence of an earlier time. He created a second cartoon titled Red and Rover, a comic strip about a young boy and his beloved dog set in the late 1960s to early 1970s. It was a long journey from inception to print, with Basset calculating that he and his wife put in over 1700 hours to develop Red and Rover. After receiving many rejections from the syndicates who wanted something targeted to a specific audience, finally The Washington Post Writers Group understood the comic strip’s value and picked it up in 2000. Red and Rover, reminiscent of the style of Bill Watterson’s "Calvin and Hobbes", appears in 60 newspapers world-wide and is gaining in popularity. In an interview on the Washington Post’s Online Chat in June 2001, Basset said, “I felt and still feel that it’s possible to do a comic strip that appeals to all generations, not unlike ‘Comfort Food.’” *(3)
    From his home studio, Basset does all drawing, lettering and inking by hand for both strips, creating two very different comics for each day and then the Sundays. He uses no assistants. Basset is a speedy-of-pencil artist, taking only 45 minutes to complete a daily strip and several hours to cartoon the larger Sundays. His strips are disparate in theme and plots, and the character sketches of Adam@Home are unique from those in Red and Rover. It leaves the reader to think that possibly two cartoonists were behind the art and humour, yet it is the skill and ingenuity of just one very talented man.

	    Brian Basset was born on November 30, 1957; he has one brother and one older sister. Gene Basset, their father, was a sports, theatrical and editorial cartoonist for over 40 years, retiring in 1993. Needless to say, the young Basset picked up cartooning skills early, beginning to draw cartoons as early as kindergarten and then into high school for his school newspaper. He attended two years of the Fine Arts program at Ohio State University and continued his cartooning in The Lantern, the student newspaper. Skipping the third year at university, Basset tried a 6-month stint as political cartoonist for the Seattle Times in 1978. They hired him and his career as a professional cartoonist began.
    The Basset family of Brian, Linda and teenage sons Keegan and Trevor live in Issaquah, Washington with five cats and a golden retriever-border collie-mix pooch named Reeses. Brian is a dedicated animal supporter and participates in events such as the Bark Ball in Washington, DC in 2001. He also travels to promote art and cartooning, such as a trip in 2001 to the US military base in Italy to speak with families posted overseas.
	

	    Being bunted from his editorial cartooning job se[image: Basset 2]ems to have been a good thing for Basset. He has created two sincere, funny and heart-warming cartoons that are gaining steadily in popularity. Basset does it all from his home office and if he ever tires of all that cartooning, he always has the job offer from the copy shop to fall back on. Let’s hope he never tires of drawing.

Meet Brian Basset...   
  
Brian was born on November 30, 1957, into an artistic family. His father, Gene Basset, would spend more than 40 years behind the drawing board, first as a sports and theatrical cartoonist in the 1950s, and then as an award-winning political cartoonist for Scripps Howard Newspapers, and later for the Atlanta Journal until his retirement in 1993. Brian's brother Roger is an accomplished painter and a graduate of England's famed Royal Academy of Art. However, an older sister, Darien, the one with the Harvard MBA, can't draw her way out of a paper bag.  
Not unlike an army brat, Brian, a newspaper brat, first drew his teacher without clothes as a kindergartner in Hawaii. . . his principal with two heads when he was in the first grade in Ohio. . . and the school cafeteria attendant dishing out platefuls of martian brain stew oozing over the tray when he was just a freckled second-grader in Maryland. It was here growing up in the Washington, D.C., suburb of McLean, Va., that Brian would hone even further his early skills at humor by watching TV's "My Three Sons," "The Monkees," and of course "The Brady Bunch." In Brian's world you were either a fan of "The Brady Bunch" or "The Partridge Family," but never both.  
Following high school, where he was given his first chance to draw for a student publication, Brian enrolled at Ohio State University, majoring in fine arts. It was on the student newspaper, The Lantern, home to such past giants as James Thurber and Milton Caniff, that Brian would really sharpen his pencils as he took up residence as the editorial cartoonist, drawing three cartoons a week for three years. Brian knew he'd made the right choice in schools, when, on his first week drawing for The Lantern, legendary Buckeye coach Woody Hayes would claim amnesia when flattening an ABC cameraman, even though 15 million viewers on national television saw otherwise.  
During the summers of 1977 and '78 Brian served internships on the Detroit Free-Press as an editorial cartoonist. It was after this second go-round in the motor city that Brian, feeling sufficiently cocky, set out from Detroit and his last year of college to see the country and cut his cartooning teeth as a full-time professional.  
In the autumn of 1978, among the misty firs and pre-grunge culture of Seattle, where just one lone Starbucks dotted the landscape, Brian somehow managed a six-month tryout drawing political cartoons for The Seattle Times that eventually turned into a 16-year stint until his position was eliminated for "budgetary" reasons in 1994. Fortunately for Brian and his family of one wife, two boys, and numerous piles of bills, he had begun drawing a comic strip back in 1984 called ADAM, which centered around a stay-at-home dad and his bread-winning wife. Brian had become his own cartoon creation, never intended as his primary source of income, overnight. The comparisons didn't end there. The situation now called for Brian's wife, Linda, to go back to work, where she began to take on an eerie similarity to Adam's wife, Laura ... right down to the mole on her left thigh.  
With this all-too-real life experience finding its way into Brian's sketchbook of ideas, ADAM began displaying a far sharper edge. What was once a play on the Mr. Mom theme had transformed itself into the Home Office strip ... a voice for the telecommuter or small home-based businessperson. Even Laura in the strip made news as she discovered the corporate ax on Christmas Eve, only to re-emerge a few months later as an employee in a large bookstore, quite possibly the only full-time retail employee in the comics today. Brian's "downsizing" has become ADAM's "upsizing" in popularity. Syndicated today in more than 200 newspapers and climbing as the home-based work force continues to mushroom, ADAM has spawned five book collections, with the latest "BLESS THIS HOME OFFICE ... with tax credits" due out in October 1997.  
Brian is also a lifetime .455 hitter in slowpitch softball, which I guess isn't saying much considering the ball comes toward the plate at two miles an hour.

	It was a happy event for the ex-Langston College gridder when he was tapped by the Browns because the girl he hopes will be his bride is a Cleveland school teacher.

	“While I was at Langston we played Wilberforce and she attended school there,” Bassett recalled. “We became acquainted then, and corresponded all the time I was in the service.
	“So you can see why I have a special interest in Cleveland and making the team. No, we’re not officially engaged so maybe I’d better not mention any name.
	“We’ve talked things over and pretty much agree on plans for the future but if the wedding is to be soon I’ll have to make a go of the pro football.”
	Playing football in California will be no new experience for Maurie for the 235-pound fullback caught the eye of pro scouts while running for the Coronado naval team. It was Blanton Collier, former Browns’ backfield assistant and now University of Kentucky head coach, who was so impressed by movies of Bassett operating against Fort Ord.
	Bassett’s name already was on a Cleveland contract before the last National Football League meeting, but with his football draft status somewhat in doubt Coach Paul Brown made sure by naming him in the third round.
	Rotund of figure and usually moving at an ambling gait, Bassett doesn’t look the fullback type off the field. However, he displayed power and seemed to enjoy knocking over the opposition in that one scrimmage.
	Maurice is looking forward to renewing acquaintance with Quarterback Bill Wade of the Rams in Los Angeles as the former Vanderbilt All-American was a teammate at Coronado.
	At the moment, Fred (Curley) Morrison, who turned in a good performance against the Green Bay Packers, seems to have tied down the starting fullback slot with Bassett, Dale Atkeson and Marion Motley in a three-way fight for the relief spot.

But the third-round draft pick would never regain that glory, and by 1957 he was replaced by another highly touted college back the Browns were grooming, eventual Hall of Famer Jim Brown.
	Mr. Bassett, 58, died Friday in Dayton. He had been in poor health in recent years and had both legs amputated 2 ½ years ago because of poor circulation. He had been confined to the VA Hospital in Dayton in recent months.
	Prior to joining the Browns, Mr. Bassett served in the Navy.
	Although his playing career was brief, Mr. Bassett took pride in the two world championships the Browns won in 1954 and 1955. He said in a 1937 interview that although his career came between two of the greatest fullbacks in Browns history – Marion Motley and Jim Brown – he won more championships than either of them.
	“I played on two world championship teams and they only played on one world championship team each,” he said.
	The impact of that rookie year was not forgotten. Every year the media award the Maurice Bassett Award to the most promising first-year player in training camp.
	Mr. Bassett went on to play in the Canadian Football League and ended his pro career in 1960 with the Buffalo Bills.
	After his playing days were over, Mr. Bassett was an assistant football coach at John Hay High School and football coach at Shaw High School in 1973.
